General Description:
The heart of the Dial-A-Belt training station consists of an  indexing dial exhibiting 4 different types of automotive safety belts.  Figure 1. below, shows the relative orientation of these belts when viewing the training station from the side.

Glossary of Terms

Defined by the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS) sections 209 & 213
Add-on child restraint system - any portable child restraint system.

ALR (Automatic Locking Retractor) - a retractor incorporating adjustment hardware by means of a positive self-locking mechanism which is capable when locked of withstanding restraint forces.

Booster seat - a child restraint which consists of only a seating platform that does not extend up to provide a cushion for the child's back or head.

Car bed - a child restraint system designed to restrain or position a child in the supine or prone position on a continuous flat surface.

ELR (Emergency Locking Retractor) - a retractor incorporating adjustment hardware by means of a locking 



differs from the ALR in that it only locks the webbing in the event of an emergency.  This function allows for the movement of the occupant until the vehicle is subjected to emergency situations.

ELR Primary/ALR Secondary - This safety system is sometimes referred to as dual function.  The retractor normally acts as an ELR, giving the comfort and features of this type system.  However, when the webbing is spooled completely out of the retractor, the ALR function is initiated.  In the ALR mode, the retractor  ratchets the webbing as it is retracting, preventing it from spooling back out.  If the webbing is then allowed to retract all the way in, the retractor converts  back to the ELR mode.  This feature is designed to give occupants comfort while providing the safety features of securing add-on child restraint systems when in the ALR mode.
The Locking Clip

A locking clip has been provided with the Dial-A-Belt training station.  Certain types of lap/shoulder belts require the use of this clip to properly secure the add-on restraint.  

The add-on restraint manufacturer's instructions and/or the vehicle owner's manual gives complete explanations of when and how to attach the locking clip.

Transporting the Dial-A-Belt

The Dial-A-Belt training station was designed to be very portable.  When preparing to transport the training station, unbuckle any tongue attached to the buckle and remove belt from the webbing guide.  Fold the backrest portion of the seat down and swing the indexing dial inward under the seat.

Helpful Hint:  To secure the indexing dial while traveling, attach the ALR (2-point) belt to the buckle while the indexing dial is folded beneath the seat (The belt will be below the seat instead of above as normal).  This will 



Operation :

Set-up

The Dial-A-Belt safety training station is very easy and quick to set up.  

1.
With the training station in the storage position (carrying handle facing up), Swing the indexing dial out 90 degrees, exposing the bottom of the seat.

2.
Set the training station on a flat elevated surface with the indexing dial hanging over an edge; the edge of a table or desk works best.  

3.
Fold the backrest portion of the seat into the upright position.

Selecting the Safety Belts
To select the safety belt you wish to demonstrate, just turn the indexing dial until the desired belt/retractor is in the top position.  The dial will have a detectable click, or index, to aid in positioning the dial properly.
Demonstrating Type 1 Belts

Type 1 belts (2-point) such as the Standard Lap belt and the ALR found on the indexing dial, are very easy to demonstrate.  

The Standard Lap Belt does not have a retractor to keep it secure on the indexing dial so it is secured using Velcro.  Grasp the belt and starting at the bottom, gently lift the webbing away from the indexing dial until free.

When finished demonstrating the Lap Belt, slide the adjustable tongue to the end of the webbing and tightly roll the webbing back up exposing the Velcro.  Then  just press the Lap assembly back onto the indexing dial.

Demonstrating Type 2 Belts
The Webbing Guide found on the backrest portion of the safety training seat must be used to position the ELR and ELR Primary/ALR Secondary belts into the 3-point configuration.  

To position a Type 2 belt into the 3-point configuration, first select one of these belts by  

mechanism that is activated by vehicle acceleration, webbing movement relative to the vehicle, or other automatic action during an emergency and is capable when locked of withstanding restraint forces.

Type 1 seat belt assembly - lap belt for pelvic restraint.

Type 2 seat belt assembly - combination of pelvic and upper torso restraints.

It is widely accepted that the misuse of these add-on restraint systems is alarmingly high.  As you know, there are many publications and programs today in our hospitals, state and local agencies, law enforcement, consumer groups, etc., geared toward teaching the proper techniques of installing these add-on restraint systems.  Until now, there has not been a practical training aid available to demonstrate these proper techniques.  With the Dial-A-Belt training station, you have a lightweight, portable, and comprehensive training aid that incorporates a realistic representation of the various safety belt configurations found in the automotive environment today.  The Dial-A-Belt training station is a vital tool in adding a "hands-on" approach to today's training and awareness programs.

hold the indexing dial in place and prevent it from swinging out accidentally.  
Warning

The Dial-A-Belt automotive safety training station is for demonstration purposes only!  It is not intended to be used in dynamic or crash type situations.  It is solely a classroom training aid to demonstrate the proper use of automotive safety belts with add-on child restraint systems, using only inanimate objects.  Never place a person or child into the seat for any reason!

Type 1 (2-Point) Belts
Standard Lap Belt - This is a standard safety belt found in the older vehicles and in the center position of some newer vehicles.  This safety device requires no retractor and therefore must be manually adjusted using the adjustable tongue.

ALR - This belt must be pulled out to the needed position in one continuous motion to prevent the locking mechanism from stopping the webbing.  This is sometimes cumbersome, but is very useful in securing add-on child restraint systems.  The ALR is usually found in the center positions of newer vehicles.  To test for the ALR function, pull a portion of webbing from the retractor and stop.  If the webbing will not spool out any further until you release it completely back into the retractor, then the retractor has the ALR function.

Type 2 (3-Point) Belts
ELR - This safety belt, because it is in the 3-point configuration, includes both a pelvic restraint and an upper torso restraint.  It 

indexing the dial.  Next, spool out enough webbing to insert the tongue into the buckle.  The belt now looks like it is in the 2-point position but has a double layer of webbing.  Take the top layer of webbing and slide it into the webbing guide so it looks like the configuration of Figure 2.

The tongue may now be released from the buckle to demonstrate the safety belt usage with an add-on restraint system.


Webbing guide
The loop located at the top of the backrest is used as the webbing guide for the 3-point belts.  The loop is necessary for positioning the belt webbing into a 3-point configuration (see Demonstrating Type 2 Belts in the Operation section). 
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
