Assembly and Use Instructions


Parts List for the Island Base Unit (DB-300)
(1) Media Cart consisting of either:


(4) 4 inch swivel casters



or


(2) 8 inch heavy duty wheels with


(2) 4 inch swivel casters

(1) 7 inch Pedestal

(1) Quick Release Mount 

(4) 1/4 X 5/8 inch Allen Head Cap Screws

(4) 1/4 inch Wing Nuts

(4) #12 X 2 inch Phillips Screws

Media Cart and Pedestal Assembly
1. For shipping purposes, the black painted steel Pedestal has not been mounted on the cart.  The pedestal may be found wrapped separately.

[image: image1.wmf]2. Mount either end of the Pedestal to the smooth surface of the top shelf as shown in Fig. 1 using (4) 1/4 X 5/8 inch Cap Screws and (4) 1/4 inch Wing Nuts (provided).  Using the Wing Nuts allows for easy assembly and disassembly of the Island Base Unit.  Note:  Hand tightening the Wing Nuts is sufficient, tools should not be required.

3. The Completed Island Base Unit should look like Fig. 2.

Quick Release Mount to Training Station Assembly
This section details the assembly of the Quick Release Mount to the vinyl seat of the Dial-A-Belt Training Station (DB-100).  This Quick Release allows the Dial-A-Belt to be quickly and easily removed from the Island Base Unit with the press of a lever.  If the Dial-A-Belt Training Station was ordered with the Island Base Unit, the Quick Release may have already been factory installed on the Dial-A-Belt.  Setting up a new or additional Dial-A-Belt Training Station for an existing Island Base Unit would require the following Quick Release installation steps:

1. Place the Quick Release on the bottom side of the Dial-A-Belt Training Station as shown in Fig. 3 making sure to align the 4 mounting holes with the pre-drilled and threaded holes on the seat bottom.  Note the orientation of the Quick Release.  The locking bar should be opposite the side of the retractors and Dial System of the Training Station and closest to the Training Station Buckle.

  







 

   



        
         

 

2. Mount the Quick Release, in the proper orientation, to the Dial-A-Belt Station using (4) Phillips Screws (included) and a Phillips type screwdriver.  Turn the screws clockwise until the screw heads are flush with the flat plastic surface of the Quick Release.

Placing the Safety Training Station on the Island Base Unit 

Unless the Dial-A-Belt Safety Training Station is to be mounted permanently to the Island Base Unit, the installation of a Quick Release Mount to the Safety Training Station (as outlined in the previous section) must be completed prior to performing the following steps. 

1. Make sure that the locking casters on the Island Base Unit are in the “locked” position.

2. Swing the Dial Assembly of the Dial-A-Belt Training Station down and into the “demonstration” position.

3. Hold the Dial-A-Belt Training Station level as you start to slide the Top Flange of the Island Base Pedestal into the jaws of the Quick Release.  Fig. 4 shows the direction the 

Training Station should be moved to allow the Quick Release to engage the Pedestal Flange.

4. Make sure the Pedestal Flange has been completely installed into the jaws of the Quick Release.  The Locking Bar should latch, causing the Pedestal Flange to be locked in place and the Dial-A-Belt Training Station securely attached to the Island Base Unit.

Removing the Safety Training Station from the Island Base Unit  

1. Make sure the locking casters on the Island Base Unit are in the “locked” position.

2. Press the Locking Bar of the Quick Release Mount down (toward the floor).

3. Continue to hold the Locking Bar down while sliding the Dial-A-Belt Training Station from the Top Flange of the Island Base Unit Pedestal.  Once the Dial-A-Belt Training Station has been moved an inch or two, the Locking Bar will stay down by itself.

4. Pull the Dial-A-Belt Training Station laterally until it is freed from the Island Base Unit.  It is sometimes helpful to have someone hold the Island Base Unit to prevent it from rolling along the floor while pulling on the Dial-A-Belt Training Station. 

5. Please read the next section for tips on using the Dial-A-Belt Training Station without the Island Base Unit. 

Using the Dial-A-Belt Safety Training Station without the Island Base Unit 

Dial-A-Belt Safety Belt Training Stations that have the Quick Release Mount installed can be unstable when placed on a table or other flat surface for demonstration (i.e. not used with the Island Base Unit).  Please review the following helpful tips to prevent instability of the Dial-A-Belt Safety Training Station.

1. When placing the Dial-A-Belt Training Station (with a Quick Release Mount installed) on a table, position the Station so that the Hinge is touching the edge of the table (see Fig. 5).

2. If the Dial-A-Belt Training Station is to be used for an extended period without the Island Base Unit, it may be beneficial to remove the Quick Release Mount by removing the 4 Phillips Flat Head Screws.  This will allow for a wider and more stable base, thus preventing any instability when subjected to the wide variety of  work surfaces found in the field.
